The publication in Russia of a volume of collected works by Mikhail Armalinsky—who is at present the only living writer of erotic fiction to be included in Ladomir’s excellent series “Russkaia potaennaia literatura”—is  a wonderful illustration of the Lacanian axiom that “a letter always arrives at its destination.”


... No matter how sexually graphic Armalinsky’s prose can be, offering descriptions of group sex, scopophilia, incest, and bestiality, it would be difficult to describe them as pornographic. Armalinsky’s prose fiction is character-driven and sex becomes a means through which to explore human relations, desires and fears. While occasionally shocking, Armalinsky’s descriptions of sex rarely feel gratuitous.
